DISINFECTANTS

REMEMBER: Disinfecting and sterilizing are 

two different modes of cleaning.

STERILIZING:  is a process that rids an article of all 

living organisms.

DISINFECTING: is a process kills disease producing 

organisms and is performed using chemicals.

IONIC DETERGENTS: Are charged and can be either negatively 

(anionic) or positively (cationic) charged. 

ANIONIC DETERGENTS: When the surfactant consists of 

negatively charged group like sulphonate, sulphate and 

carboxylate. 

Examples:  High foaming hand soaps, carpet cleaners. 

DETERGENT TYPES

NON-IONIC DETERGENTS: Have no charge on the water end which 

helps make them superior as an oily soil emulsifiers.  

Examples:  Oxi-clean, Prominence, Borax, GP Forward, 

Degreasers, Glass cleaners.
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CATIONIC (Quats): Have positively charged ends which makes 

them great for fabric softeners, disinfectants and cleaners. 

Examples:  Virex, Triad, Morning Mist, E-23 Disinfectant

HYDROGEN PEROXIDES: Leaves no residue.  Short contact time.  

Hospital grade cleaner and disinfectants. 

Examples:  Alpha HP, Oxivir, E-15 Hydrogen Peroxide Cleaner

USING CLEANING CHEMICALS
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USING CLEANING CHEMICALS
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Use appropriate chemicals for appropriate job.  Only mix 

what you need.

Use proper Personal Protective Equipment (PPE)

Label containers…Use approved sticky labels.  NO NOT

use masking tape and permanent markers!

NEVER MIX CLEANING PRODUCTS TOGETHER!!

Follow manufacturer’s dilution rates.

Be aware of SDS sheets and know their locations
